Both the 5k Run and Family Walk will begin 
at  9:30 a.m., depending on the parade marshals, with registration starting at 8:15 a.m. There will be two tables set up, one for 
pre-registered runners and another for race day registrations.  

It is also important to note that all proceeds for the race go to supporting the efforts of the South Plainfield Alliance for 
Substance Awareness and the South Plainfield Education Foundation in making the South Plainfield community drug free and 
to inspire our students to achieve high academically with positive incentives and education grants and scholarships.
