AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 1652 THAT PROHIBITS PARKING
TEMPORARILY ON CERTAIN STREETS IN THE BOROUGH OF SOUTH
PLAINFIELD, COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX FOR SNOW PLOWING, SNOW

REMOVAL, AND OTHER EMERGENCIES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH OF SOUTH PLAINFIELD THAT the parking of
vehicles shall be temporarily prohibited on certain streets in the Borough of South Plainfield in
the County of Middlesex for snow plowing, snow removal and other emergencies;
