Zoning Permit for Rooftop Solar Panels on Residential and Commercial
1. Please submit the form (Application for Certification of Renewable Energy System(s)) below, when applying for your zoning permit, leave with the owner to complete and return to the Tax Assessor.

2. It is preferred you submit a survey with your application.  However, if it is not available, other consideration such as plot plans, tax map, site plan, etc. showing the location of the panels, existing conditions and structures on the lot will be reviewed. 
3. Roof-mounted solar energy systems, shall be permitted as on a conforming single-family, two-family residential building provided the systems are in accordance with the following:

a. In no event shall the placement of the solar panels result in the total height, including the building and panels, exceeding what is permitted in the zoning district.

b. In no instance shall any part of the system extend beyond the edge of the roof.

c. If the solar systems are attached to accessory buildings, then such systems shall not be located in the front yard and shall not be less than six (6) feet from any side or rear property line.

d. Rooftop installations must not interfere with any operation of plumbing fixtures protruding from the rooftop level as required by the New Jersey Plumbing Codes.

4. Utility notifications and interconnection. Solar systems that connect to the electric utility shall comply with the New Jersey’s Net Metering and Interconnection Standards for Class 1 Renewable Energy System at N.J.A.C 14:4-9.
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
